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Common pitfalls to avoid with your data sheet include inconsistent data formatting, failing to update records regularly, and mixing different data types in single columns. Many Litbuy users lose valuable historical data because they do not maintain proper backups of their record system. Another frequent mistake is ignoring exchange rate fluctuations when recording costs in your management tool, which leads to inaccurate financial analysis. To prevent these issues, establish clear data entry standards and enforce them consistently across all users who have access to your workbook.

Important notes for litbuy spreadsheet users: Currency conversion rates should be updated at least weekly to maintain accuracy in financial projections. Shipping cost estimates in your planning sheet should include buffer percentages for unexpected surcharges or dimensional weight adjustments from Litbuy. Keep your sourcing tracker file size manageable by archiving completed orders older than six months into a separate historical file. Consider using cloud-based spreadsheet solutions for your litbuy spreadsheet to enable real-time collaboration and automatic cloud backup capabilities.
